RULES AND PROCEDURES

1.  PURPOSE.  The Arts Committee of Northeast Calaveras County (ACNECC) is offering a limited number of scholarships to encourage local youth to pursue a program of study in the arts during the period June 2009 through May 2010.

2.  AVAILABILITY  The scholarships are available to young people through high school who attend West Point Elementary School or Rail Road Flat Elementary School, or who attend Toyon Middle School, Calaveras High School, Mountain Oaks or any other home-school program and who have a residential address of West Point, Wilseyville, Rail Road Flat, or Glencoe.

3.  APPROVED PROGRAMS OF STUDY.  The scholarships may be used to pursue an approved program of study in the visual or performing arts, including music, painting, drama, video and film, and dance.  Approved programs include enrollment in summer arts camps and after-school music programs, state honors programs, regional arts workshops and clinics, etc.  The scholarships may also be used for new entrants who wish to start private lessons in music, art, dance or other arts activities.

5.  PAYMENT.  The scholarship funds will be paid directly to the organization or individual offering the arts instruction, upon proof provided by the scholarship recipient or the provider that the recipient has been admitted into the program of study.

6.  APPLICATION PROCEDURE.  Applicants must fill out the attached application form and submit it to ACNECC by June 15, 2010.  Winners will be announced by June 22.  Applications submitted after June 15 may be considered as available funds permit.  Previous winners may apply, but will be given lower priority than new applicants.
